NOTES TO FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

YEAR ENDED DECEMBER 31, 2018

1.
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Organization

The Xerces Society, Inc. is a nonprofit organiza-
tion, founded in 1971, that protects the natural
world by conserving invertebrates and their habi-
tat. Named after the extinct Xerces blue butter-
fly, Glaucopsyche xerces, the Society advocates
for invertebrates and their habitats by working
with scientists, land managers, educators, and the
public on conservation and education projects,
with its core programs focusing on native pollina-
tors, endangered species, pesticide reduction, and
community engagement. The Society’s work has
led to the restoration and protection of over 2.5
million acres of habitat for invertebrates in the
last ten years. Funding comes from membership
dues and donations, merchandise sales, govern-
ment grants and contracts, corporate support,
foundation grants, and other program revenue.

Program Services

During the year ended December 31, 2018, the So-
ciety incurred program service expenses in the fol-
lowing major categories:

Pollinator Conservation — The Society’s Pollina-
tor Conservation program works across the United
States to educate farmers, land managers, and the
public about the importance of pollinating insects
and other beneficial insects, and to establish habi-
tat protection and management as keys to their
conservation. It directly reaches agricultural pro-
fessionals and farmers through trainings, work-
shops, and other outreach events across the United
States. As a result of the Society’s work, native
pollinators are now a key priority for agricultural
conservation programs across the United States,
and its efforts have led to almost 1 million acres of
habitat improvements for these vital insects.

Endangered Species — The Society’s Endangered
Species program advocates on behalf of threat-
ened, endangered, and at-risk invertebrates and
their habitats and works with agency staff to pro-
vide resources and training for their conservation.
Its current work includes efforts to protect bum-
blebees, monarchs and other butterflies, freshwa-
ter mussels and other aquatic invertebrates, fire-
flies, snails and other invertebrates. The Society’s
work has led to the protection and restoration of
1.5 million acres of habitat for some of the most
imperiled animals on the planet. The Society pro-
tects habitat on private and public lands for the
most imperiled species and regularly provides re-
sources that help land managers conserve at-risk
insects and other wildlife.

Community Engagement — The Community En-
gagement program provides resources on inverte-
brate conservation and engages with communities
in urban and suburban areas. With most of the
US population living in cities and towns, it is es-
sential to provide resources and engage with these
communities. It provides expertise on pollinator
and other invertebrate habitat for community and
school gardens, and through workshops offered
around the United States. By engaging volunteers,
or Xerces Ambassadors, the Society educates and
inspires individuals and communities to take ac-
tion to conserve invertebrates. In 2018, the Soci-
ety expanded this program to include a new initia-
tive, Bee City USA, which aims to protect pollina-
tors by raising awareness, enhancing habitat, and
celebrating achievements of participating cities
and campuses.

Pesticide Reduction — The Society’s Pesticide
Reduction program reduces reliance on pesticides
by supporting the diverse natural systems that
reduce pest problems. It provides scientific re-
sources for farmers, backyard gardeners, urban
foresters, agency staff, and policy makers so that
they can make informed decisions about pesticide
use and regulation. By providing on-the-ground
technical support, the Society increases the adop-
tion of ecologically sound pest management
practices everywhere.



Other Conservation — The Society undertakes a
variety of other conservation activities to raise
awareness and appreciation of the valuable role of
invertebrates. These include publication of its
magazine, Wings: Essays on Invertebrate Conser-
vation, which features the work of renowned wild-
life photographers, scientists, and conservationists.
The Society also provides dozens of publications
for free download through its web site, including
guidelines to help farmers and gardeners conserve
pollinators, guides to identifying endangered bum-
ble bees, tools for monitoring stream health using
aquatic insects, and many more. Another aspect of
this program is the Joan M. DeWind award, which
is open to graduate and undergraduate students.
Each year, chosen applicants receive financial sup-
port from the Society for Lepidoptera research and
conservation projects.

Summary of Significant Accounting
Policies

The significant accounting policies followed by the
Society are described below to enhance the useful-
ness of the financial statements to the reader.

Basis of Accounting — The accompanying finan-
cial statements have been prepared on the accrual
basis of accounting in accordance with generally
accepted accounting principles and the principles
of fund accounting. Fund accounting is the pro-
cedure by which resources for various purposes
are classified for accounting purposes in accor-
dance with activities or objectives specified by
donors.

Basis of Presentation — Net assets, revenues, gains
and losses are presented based on the existence or
absence of donor-imposed restrictions. Accord-
ingly, the net assets of the Society and changes
therein are classified and reported as follows:

o Net assets without donor restrictions — Net as-
sets available for use in general operations and
not subject to donor-imposed stipulations.
From time to time, the Society’s Board of Di-
rectors may designate from net assets for par-
ticular purposes and objectives.

o Net assets with donor restrictions — Net assets
subject to donor-imposed stipulations that will
be met either by actions of the Society and/or
the passage of time. These balances represent
the unexpended portion of donor-restricted
contributions and investment return to be used
for specific programs and activities as directed
by the donor.

Expenses are reported as decreases in net assets
without donor restrictions. Gains and losses on
investments and other assets or liabilities are also
reported as increases or decreases in net assets
without donor restrictions unless their use is re-
stricted by explicit donor stipulation or by law.
Expirations of donor-imposed restrictions on net
assets (i.e., the donor-stipulated purpose has been
fulfilled and/or the stipulated time period has
elapsed) are reported as net assets released from
restrictions.

Use of Estimates — The preparation of financial
statements in conformity with generally accepted
accounting principles requires that management
make estimates and assumptions that affect the
reported amounts of assets and liabilities, the dis-
closure of contingent assets and liabilities at the
date of the financial statements, and the reported
amounts of revenues and expenses during the re-
porting period. Actual results could differ from
those estimates. In the opinion of management,
such differences, if any, would not be significant.

Cash Equivalents — For purposes of the financial
statements, the Society considers all liquid in-
vestments having initial maturities of three
months or less to be cash equivalents.

Investments — [nvestments consist primarily of
index mutual funds, common stock, and brokered
certificates of deposit with initial maturities of
greater than three months. Net change in the fair
value of investments, which consists of the real-
ized gains or losses and the unrealized apprecia-
tion (decline) of those investments, is shown in
the statement of activities. Interest income is ac-
crued as earned. Security transactions are re-
corded on a trade date basis.
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The Society has some exposure to investment
risks, including interest rate, market, and credit
risks, for both marketable and non-marketable
securities. Due to the level of risk exposure, it is
possible that near-term valuation changes for in-
vestment securities may occur to an extent that
could materially affect the amounts reported in
the accompanying financial statements.

Inventories — Inventories, which consist primarily
of publications and other literature held for sale
and for use in the Society’s educational programs,
are carried at the lower of cost or fair value. Cost
is determined using the first-in, first-out method.

Contributions — Contributions, which include un-
conditional promises to give (pledges), are recog-
nized as revenues in the period the donor’s com-
mitment is received. Conditional promises to give
are not recognized until they become uncondi-
tional, that is when the conditions on which they
depend are substantially met. Contributions of
assets other than cash are recorded at their esti-
mated fair value.

As of December 31, 2018, the Society had been
awarded government grants and contracts total-
ing $2,181,529, of which receipt is conditioned
upon the incurrence of certain allowable costs or
other matching requirements. At December 31,
2018, the Society had also been awarded private
grants totaling $797,680, of which receipt is con-
ditioned upon the successful review and approval
of financial and program reports. These funds
have not been included in the accompanying fi-
nancial statements because the associated condi-
tions had not been satisfied as of December 31,
2018.

Contributions and grants received with donor
stipulations that limit the use of the donated assets
are reported as net assets with donor restrictions.

Unconditional promises to give with payments
due in future periods are recorded as increases in
net assets with donor restrictions at the estimated
present value of future cash flows using credit ad-
justed discount rates which articulate to the col-
lection period of the respective pledge. Such dis-
count rates are not subsequently revised.

Unconditional contributions and grants receivable
are reported net of an allowance for estimated
uncollectible promises. Amortization of the dis-
count is recorded as additional contribution reve-
nue in subsequent years in the appropriate net as-
set class. Promises to give are written off when
deemed uncollectible.

When a donor restriction expires, that is, when a
time restriction ends or a purpose restriction is
fulfilled, net assets with donor restrictions are re-
classified to net assets without donor restrictions
and reported in the consolidated statement of ac-
tivities as net assets released from restrictions.

Contributions of capital assets without donor
stipulations concerning the use of such long-lived
assets are reported as revenues of the net assets
without donor restrictions class. Contributions of
cash or other assets to be used to acquire capital
assets with such donor stipulations are reported

as net assets with donor restrictions; the restric-
tions are considered to be released at the time of
acquisition of such long-lived assets.

In-Kind Contributions — A number of unpaid vol-
unteers have made significant contributions of their
time to develop and implement the Society’s pro-
grams. Under generally accepted accounting prin-
ciples, significant services received which create or
enhance a non-financial asset or require specialized
skills that the Society would have purchased if not
donated are recognized in the statement of activi-
ties. During the year ended December 31, 2018,
no contributed services were recorded.

In-kind contributions of land, buildings, equip-
ment, and other materials are recorded where
there is an objective basis upon which to value
these contributions and where the contributions
are an essential part of the Society’s activities.
During the year ended December 31, 2018, no
contributed land, buildings, equipment, or other
materials were recorded.



Capital Assets and Depreciation — Property and
equipment are carried at cost, and initially at fair
value when acquired by gift. The Society capital-
izes depreciable assets with a value of $3,000 or
more and having a useful life of five years or
more. Depreciation and amortization are pro-
vided on a straight-line basis over the estimated
useful lives of the respective assets, which is gen-
erally five years.

Revenue Recognition — All grants and contribu-
tions are considered available for the unrestricted
general operations of the Society unless specifi-
cally restricted by a donor. Service revenues are
recognized at the time the services are provided
and the revenues are earned.

Advertising Expenses — Advertising and market-
ing costs, representing primarily costs incurred to
expand the region’s awareness of the Society’s
programs and activities, are charged to expense as
they are incurred.

Grants — Grants are accrued when awarded by
the Society and unconditional. Grants are pro-
vided from available resources and in accordance
with restrictions imposed by donors.

Concentrations of Credit Risk — The Society’s
financial instruments consist primarily of cash,
cash equivalents, brokered certificates of deposit,
mutual funds, and common stock, which may
subject the Society to concentrations of credit risk
as, from time to time, for example, cash balances
may exceed amounts insured by the Federal De-
posit Insurance Corporation (“FDIC”). All inter-
est-bearing checking and savings accounts, money
market deposit accounts, and certificates of de-
posit are insured by the FDIC for up to $250,000
per depositor, per insured bank, for each account
ownership category. In addition, the market val-
ue of securities is dependent on the ability of the
issuer to honor its contractual commitments, and
the investments are subject to changes in market
values.

Certain receivables may also, from time to time,
subject the Society to concentrations of credit
risk. To minimize its exposure to significant loss-
es from customer or donor insolvencies, the Soci-
ety’s management evaluates the financial condi-
tion of its customers and donors, and monitors
concentrations of credit risk arising from similar
geographic regions, activities, or economic char-
acteristics. When necessary, receivables are re-
ported net of an allowance for uncollectible ac-
counts.

Income Taxes — The Society is exempt from fed-
eral and state income taxes under Section
501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code and com-
parable state law, and derives its public charity
status as an organization described in Sections
170(b) (1) (A)(vi) and 509(a) (1) of the Internal Rev-
enue Code.

Subsequent Events — Subsequent events have
been evaluated by management through May 30,
2019, which is the date the financial statements
were available to be issued.

Summarized Financial Information for 2017 —
The accompanying financial information as of
and for the year ended December 31, 2017 is pre-
sented for comparative purposes only and is not
intended to represent a complete financial state-
ment presentation.

Other Significant Accounting Policies — Other

significant accounting policies are set forth in the
financial statements and the following notes.
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Recently-Adopted Accounting Standards

On August 18, 2016, the Financial Accounting
Standards Board (“FASB”) issued Accounting
Standards Update (“ASU”) No. 2016-14, Not-for-
Profit Entities (Topic 958): Presentation of Finan-
cial Statements of Not-for-Profit Entities. The
update addresses the complexity and understand-
ability of net asset classification, deficiencies in in-
formation about liquidity and the availability of
resources, and the lack of consistency in the type
of information provided about expenses and in-
vestment return. The Society implemented ASU
No. 2016-14 in 2018 and has adjusted the presen-
tation of these financial statements accordingly.

In addition, certain 2017 amounts presented
herein have been reclassified to conform to the
2018 presentation.

Board-Designated Reserve

Net Assets Released from Restrictions

During the year ended December 31, 2018, re-
strictions on contributions in the amount of
$3,041,781 expired or were otherwise satisfied by
the organization’s expenditures in satisfaction of
the restricted purposes, or by the occurrence of
other events specified by donors. Accordingly, a
corresponding amount is reported as a reclassifi-
cation from net assets with donor restriction to
net assets without donor restriction in the accom-
panying financial statements.

In addition, during the year ended December 31,
2018, the Society reclassified net assets without
donor restriction totaling $394,549 to net assets
with donor restriction in satisfaction of matching
requirements related to various governmental and
private grants.

Expenses

The costs of providing the various programs and
activities of the Society have been summarized on a
functional basis in the statement of activities. Ac-
cordingly, certain costs have been allocated among
the programs and supporting services benefited.

The financial statements report certain categories
of expenses that are attributable to one or more
program or supporting functions of the organiza-
tion, and therefore require allocation on a reason-
able basis that is consistently applied. Those ex-
penses include depreciation, and other facility-
related costs, as well as salaries and wages, bene-
fits, payroll taxes, professional services, office ex-
penses, insurance, and other expenses, which are
allocated on the basis of estimates of time and ef-
fort.

12. Operating Leases
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The Society leases office space under an operating
lease that expires in June of 2021. At December
31, 2018, the minimum annual lease commitments
under this agreement are as follows:

Employee Retirement Benefits

The Society maintains a qualified profit-sharing
retirement plan, as described under Section 401 (k)
of the Internal Revenue Code. Employees must
complete one year of service, have worked 1,000
or more hours at the time of their anniversary,
and be 21 years of age in order to become eligible
to participate in the plan. Qualified employees
become eligible to make voluntary contributions
to the plan on a pre-tax basis up to the limits al-
lowed by law. Upon meeting the employee eligi-
bility requirements, employee and employer con-
tributions are fully vested. The Society makes a
safe harbor contribution totaling 3% of qualify-
ing compensation as well as a discretionary con-
tribution to the plan. During the year ended De-
cember 31, 2018, the Society contributed $182,816
to this plan, which was 8.0% of participants’
qualifying compensation for the year ended De-
cember 31, 2018.

14. Contingencies

Amounts received or receivable under the Soci-
ety’s government grants and contracts are subject
to audit and adjustment by the granting or con-
tracting agencies. Any expenditures or claims
disallowed as a result of such audits would be-
come a liability of the organization’s unrestricted
net assets.

As part of its liquidity management, the Society
has a policy to structure its financial assets to be
available as its general expenditures, liabilities,
and other obligations become due. The Society
also invests cash in excess of daily requirements in
short-term investments, certificates of deposit,
and money market funds. In addition, the Society
maintains a reserve fund, specifically put in place
to stabilize the Society’s finances by providing for
substantial emergency expenses or losses, but is
not intended to make up for general income short-
falls in any given year.

Fair Value Measurements

Included in the accompanying financial state-
ments are certain financial instruments carried at
fair value. The fair value of an asset is the
amount at which that asset could be bought or
sold in a current transaction between willing par-
ties, that is, other than in a forced or liquidation
sale; similarly, the fair value of a liability is the
amount at which the liability could be transferred
in a current transaction between willing parties.

Fair values are based on quoted market prices
when available. When market prices are not
available, fair value is generally estimated using
discounted cash flow analyses, incorporating cur-
rent market inputs for similar financial instru-
ments with comparable terms and credit quality.

All financial assets and liabilities carried at fair
value have been classified, for disclosure pur-
poses, based on a hierarchy defined under gener-
ally accepted accounting principles. The hierar-
chy gives the highest ranking to fair values deter-
mined using unadjusted quoted prices in active
markets for identical assets and liabilities and the
lowest ranking to fair values determined using
methodologies and models with unobservable in-
puts, as follows:

e [evel 1 — Values are unadjusted quoted prices
for identical assets and liabilities in active mar-
kets accessible at the measurement date.



e [Level 2 — Inputs include quoted prices for simi-
lar assets or liabilities in active markets, quoted
prices from those willing to trade in markets
that are not active, or other inputs that are ob-
servable or can be corroborated by market data
for the term of the instrument.

e [evel 3 — Certain inputs are unobservable (sup-
ported by little or no market activity) and sig-
nificant to the fair value measurement. Unob-
servable inputs reflect the Society’s best esti-
mate of what hypothetical market participants
would use to determine a transaction price for
the asset or liability at the reporting date.
