HOMELESSNESS 
PREVENTION

While we respond to the immediate needs  
of those in crisis, we also work to prevent 
problems before they start. 

Security Deposit Assistance 
We offer rehousing assistance to eligible  
Frederick County residents who are at risk  
of homelessness or are currently homeless  
by providing support with security deposits.

Utility Assistance
We can help you keep the lights on and the heat 
running. Beyond Shelter is home to the Frederick 
County Community Energy Fund–the primary source 
of emergency financial assistance to families facing 
cutoff notices and immediate loss of utilities. 

Rental Assistance
Does paying rent feel impossible? If you need 
assistance to pay your rent, you may be eligible  
for Emergency Rental Assistance.

SHELTER PROGRAMS

Alan P. Linton, Jr. Emergency Shelter
The Alan P. Linton, Jr. Emergency Shelter is a  
co-ed 88-bed facility that offers homeless  
adults a safe place to sleep, shower, and receive 
laundry assistance.

Emergency Family Shelter
The Emergency Family Shelter provides a  
place of stability for families experiencing  
hardships due to homelessness and poverty.  
Our goal is to keep families together and return  
them to permanent housing.

HEALTHCARE 
FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE  
PROGRAMS

Prescription Assistance Program
Prescription assistance is available through our 
partnerships with local pharmacies to help cover 
the cost of life-sustaining medication. Please note 
that over-the-counter drugs and narcotics are not 
covered by this program. 

Dental Assistance Program
We provide emergency dental assistance for 
simple dental procedures, such as tooth extraction 
or fillings. Assistance may also be available for 
comprehensive procedures such as root canals or 
dentures. Dental assistance subject to availability.
