NOTE A - ORGANIZATION AND NATURE OF ACTIVITIES

The Desmoid Tumor Research Foundation, Inc. (The Co  rporation) was
organized under the laws of the State of Connecticu  t on September
15, 2005. The Corporation's purpose is to raise fu  nds to support
medical research for desmoid tumors. The Corporati on is fully

funded by public donations from individuals, partne rship and
corporations. The Corporation operates as ataxex  empt

organization under Section 501 © (3) of the Internal Revenue

Code. Amounts received by the Corporation by their contributors

are tax deductible under Section 2055, 2106 and 252 2 of the code.

NOTE B - SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNT POLICIES

Basis of Accounting

The basis of accounting is the accrual basis. This basis of
accounting is acceptable for tax purposes for a tax exempt
organization.

Use of Estimates

The preparation of financial statements in conformi ty with

generally accepted accounting principles requires m anagement to
make estimates and assumptions that affect the repo  rted amounts of
assets and liabilities and disclosure of contingent assets and
liabilities at the date of the financial statements and the

reported amounts of revenue and expenses during the reporting
period. Actual results could differ from those est imates.

Cash and cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents consist primarily of cash on deposit and money
market accounts that are readily convertible into ¢ ash and purchased with
original maturities of three months or less.

Contributions

The Corporation distinguishes between contributions that increase
permanently, temporarily and unrestricted net asset s depending on the
existence and/or nature of the donor restrictions. The Corporation
reports gifts of cash and other assets as temporari ly restricted support

if they are received with donor stipulations that | imit their use. When a
donor restriction expires, that is, when a stipulat ed time restriction ends
or purpose restriction accomplished, temporarily re stricted net assets are
reclassified to unrestricted net assets and reporte d in the statement of
activities as "net assets released from restriction s." The Corporation
permanently restricted net assets remain intact in perpetuity, and the
income (from interest, etc.) thereon is recorded as specified by the donor.
In cases where there is no specification from the d onor, the income is
recorded as unrestricted.

Income Taxes

The Corporation is exempt from Federal Corporate Ta  x for all income
received under Section 501 © (3) of the Internal Revenue Code

The Corporation is subject to Federal tax foralli ~ ncome earned for
unrelated to the organizations purpose. Fortheye  ar ended
December 31, 2019 the Corporation received $6,319 i n interest income
that was related to the organization's purpose and not subject to
Corporate tax.

Concentration of Credit Risk

The Corporation maintains its cash balances in seve  ral financial
institutions located in New York. The balances are insured by the
Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation up to $250,00 0. At December
31, 2019 the balance in each account exceeded the | imit by $332,912.

Investments

Investments are accounted for in accordance with th e Investments-

Debt and Equity Securities for Not-for-Profit Entit ies topic of the

FASB (Financial Accounting Standards Board) Account ing Standards Codification.
This guidance was formerly referred to as SFAS No. 124. Under this guidance
investments in marketable securities with readily d eterminable fair values, and all
investments in debt securities, are reported at the  ir fair values and unrealized

and realized gains and losses are reflected in the Statement of Activities.

Investments Income
The Corporation considers investment income as non- operating revenue.

NOTE C - PLEDGES RECEIVABLE
Pledges receivable are recorded at their net realiz  ed value, which approximates
fair value. As of December 31, 2019 the Corporatio  n determined that no
allowance for uncollectible contributions was neces sary.

Details on the methods and assumptions used to dete rmine the fair
values of the financial assets and liabilities are as follows:

Fair value measurements based on Level 1 inputs:
Measurements that are most observable as based onq  uoted prices of identical

instruments obtained from the principal markets in which they are traded.
Closing prices are both readily available and repre  sentative of fair value.
Market transactions occur with sufficient frequency and volume to ensure
liquidity.

Fair value measurements based on Level 2 inputs:
Measurements derived indirectly from observable inp uts or from quoted prices
from markets that are less liquid are considered Le  vel 2. Measurements may

consider inputs that other market participants woul d use in valuing a portfolio,
such as quoted market prices for similar securities , interest rates, credit risks,
and others.

Fair value measurements based on Level 3 inputs:

Measurements that are least observable are estimate  d from related market
data, determined from sources with little or no mar ket activity for comparable
contracts, or are positions with longer durations.

The methods described above may produce a fair valu e calculation that may
not be indicative of net realizable value or reflec  tive of future fair values.
