Include on
this line interests in publicly traded
partnerships, limited liability companies
or trusts, and publicly traded
corporations.

Line 10. Closely held stock means
shares of stock issued by a corporation
that is not publicly traded. For each
security, treat each separate gift (rather
than each share received) as a
contribution for this purpose.

2. A publicly supported charitable
organization described in sections
501(c)(3) and 170(b)(1)(A)(vi) or section
509(a)(2) (see the instructions for Parts Il
and Il of Schedule A (Form 990 or 990-
EZ)); or

3. A supporting organization
described in sections 501(c)(3) and
509(a)(3) that is controlled by a
governmental unit or a publicly
supported charitable organization.

In addition, a qualified organization
must have a commitment to protect the
conservation purposes of a qualified
conservation contribution, and have the
resources to enforce those restrictions.

A conservation purpose means:

1. The preservation of land areas for
outdoor recreation used by, or for the
education of, the general public;

(including farmland and forest land)
where such preservation is for the scenic
enjoyment of the general public or
