Activities supported included protection of forest fragments, restoration of forest corridors , monitoring and
management of golden lion tamarins, as well as building capacity of local youth, teachers, communities and governments to conduct
conservation activities and reduce threats to golden lion tamarins. A yeardong field survey completed in 2014 documented 3200
golden lion tamarins in the wild -more than enough for a viable population. To assure the long-term conservation of the species
more habitat fragments must be connected and protected.

General Rule

Unless the organization is covered by
one of the Special Rules below, it must
list in Part | every contributor who, during
the year, gave the organization, directly
or indirectly, money, securities, or any
other type of property that total $5,000
or more for the organization’s tax year.

Even
though the $11,000 contribution to the
organization was greater than $5,000, it
did not exceed $14,000.
