Our goal is to improve the care of the animals we serve; increase our service to our community; and
diversify our programs. We offer a therapy program plus work with hospice dogs.

Working with Linn County
Mental Health, we have
started a therapy program
using the horses at the rescue.
One class is established for
the developmentally disabled
and the second class is for
Post Traumatic Stress
Disorder.

The plan is to enlarge the
programs to include iliness like
cancer, addiction, autism, and
other social disorders.
