BE SPENT ON SCHOLARSHIPS AND CAN BE DISBURSED IN. NO OTHER WAY OR FASHION. THIS FUND IS FINANCED VIA

INTERNAL MONEY SURPLUSES, A FUND RAISING EVENT HELD ON THE FRIDAY OF TICC AND BY OUTSIDE CONTRIBUTIONS.

THE CASI COOKOFF LIABILITY INSURANCE FUND WAS ESTABLISHED IN 2002 TO PROVIDE LIABILITY INSURANCE FOR ALL CASI

SANCTIONED COOKOFFS. CASI HAS PURCHASED A BLANKET INSURANCE POLICY AND THE PAYMENT OF ASSOCIATED

PREMIUMS ARE FUNDED BY ASSESSING EACH COOK $2 AS PART OF THE COOKOFF ENTRY FEE. SURPLUS FUNDS MAY BE

DISTRIBUTED AT THE DISCRETION OF THE CASI BOARD OF DIRECTORS. THIS FUND WAS ESTABLISHED BY A VOTE OF THE

GREAT PEPPERS AT THE 2002 GREAT PEPPERS MEETING. AT THE GREAT PEPPERS MEETING IN 1994, DELEGATES APPROVED

THE CREATION OF THE GREAT PEPPERS MEETING FUND. THIS FUND WAS ESTABLISHED OT HELP FINANCE THE ANNUAL

GREAT PEPPERS MEETING WHICH IS THE ANNUAL BUSINESS MEETING OF THE ORGANIZATION. THE FUND WOULD BE FUNDED

BY A $1 ASSESSMENT FROM EACH CHILI COOK ENTRY FEE. THE GREAT PEPPERS VOTED TO HAVE THE NATIONAL

ORGANIZATION HOST THE MEETING IN LIEU OF LOCAL POD OR PODS. ANY EXCESS FUNDS NOT SPENT ON HOSTING THE

MEETING ARE TO BE TRANSFERRED TO THE GENERAL FUND.
