(1) Summary of Significant Accounting Policies

Nature of Activities

Oregon Energy Fund was incorporated in 1989 as a nonprofit organization. Its
purpose is to offer the gift of warmth and power to Oregonians facing hardships
through donor-funded energy assistance and statewide collaboration. Funding is
provided by individual and corporate contributions and grants.

As an independent nonprofit organization, Oregon Energy Fund is known for
providing emergency aid to reduce the burden to enable low-income families to
better afford their home heating and electricity needs. Oregon Energy Fund
collaborates with its community service groups to offer assistance in all Oregon
counties. Funding for such projects has come from grants and donations from
business and individuals.

Oregon Energy Fund uses a second-year funding policy. Under that policy, Oregon
Energy Fund generally raises funds in one year and allocates them to agencies for
energy assistance at the beginning of the following year. This assures agencies that
all allocated funds will be available and allows them to plan their expenditures over
the season.

Basis of Accounting
The accompanying financial statements have been prepared on the accrual basis of
accounting in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles.

Estimates

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with generally accepted
accounting principles requires management to make estimates and assumptions
that affect certain reported amounts and disclosures. Accordingly, actual results
could differ from those estimates.

Income Taxes

The Organization is a not-for-profit organization that is exempt from income taxes
under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code and therefore has made no
provision for federal income taxes in the accompanying financial statements. There
was no unrelated business income for 2017 or 2016. The Organization believes that
it has appropriate support for any tax positions taken, and as such, does not have
any uncertain tax positions that are material to the financial statements. The
Organization’s form 990, Return of Organization Exempt from Income Tax, for the
years ending 2016, 2015, and 2014 are subject to examination by the IRS, generally
for 3 years after they were filed.

Cash and Cash Equivalents

The Organization considers all unrestricted highly liquid investments with an
initial maturity of three months or less to be cash equivalents. The Organization
maintains its cash in bank deposit accounts which, at times, may exceed federally
insured limits. The Organization has not experienced any losses in such accounts.

Fair Value of Financial Instruments

FASB ASC 820, Fair Value Measurement, defines fair value as the price that would
be received upon sale of an asset or paid upon transfer of a liability in an orderly
transaction between market participants at the measurement date and in the
principal or most advantageous market for that asset or liability. The fair value
should be calculated based on assumptions that market participants would use in
pricing the asset or liability, not on assumptions specific to the entity

Other Receivables

Other receivables consist of oil program donations and grants that are stated at
unpaid balances, less an allowance for doubtful accounts. The allowance is
maintained, based upon management’s review of the year-end accounts receivable
aging and estimate of collectability. As of June 30, 2017 and 2016, this amount was
Zero.

Property and Equipment

Acquisitions of property and equipment in excess of $750 are capitalized. Property
and equipment are carried at cost. Depreciation and amortization expense for the
years ended June 30, 2017 and 2016 was $17,474 and $8,270. Depreciation and
amortization is computed on a straight-line basis over the useful lives of the assets
generally as follows:

Furniture and equipment 5 years
Intangible assets 3 years

Contributions and Grants

Contributions are recognized when received; grants are recognized when the donor
makes a promise to give to the Organization that is, in substance, unconditional.
All donor-restricted contributions are reported as increases in temporarily or
permanently restricted net assets depending on the nature of the restrictions. When
a restriction expires, temporarily restricted net assets are reclassified to unrestricted
net assets.

In-Kind Donations

During the year ended June 30, 2016, the Organization occupied space and utilized
equipment and receptionist services provided by Portland General Electric. These
services were not utilized in the year ended June 30, 2017. The donor attributes a
fair market value of zero and $24,616 for the years ended June 30, 2017 and 2016,
respectively, for the items donated. In addition, during the years ended June 30,
2017 and 2016, Portland General Electric and Pacific Power donated fund-raising
envelopes with an estimated value of $62,166. R/West donated website developing
services with a donor-attributed fair market value of $16,400 during the year ended
June 30, 2017. During the year ended June 30, 2017, a donor contributed an iMac
computer with a donor-attributed fair market value of $914.

Advertising

The Organization uses advertising to promote its programs to the general public.
Advertising costs are expensed as incurred and totaled $33,276 and $9,916, which
are included in publicity expenses, as of June 30, 2017 and 2016.

Subsequent Events
The Organization has evaluated subsequent events through September 8, 2017, the
date which the financial statements were available to be issued.

(2) Investments

Investments in marketable securities are carried at fair market value as measured at
June 30, 2017 and 2016. Accordingly, unrealized gains or losses are recorded for the
increase or decrease in market value of assets. At June 30, 2017 and 2016, the
investment accounts are summarized as follows:

Fair Value Measurements

Financial Accounting Standards Board (FASB) Accounting Standards Codification
(ASC) 820, Fair Value Measurements and Disclosures, establishes a fair value hierarchy
that prioritizes the inputs to valuation techniques used to measure fair value. The
hierarchy gives the highest priority to unadjusted quoted prices in active markets
for identical assets (Level 1 measurements) and the lowest priority to unobservable
inputs (Level 3 measurements). The three levels of the fair value hierarchy under
ASC 820 for financial assets are described as follows:

Level 1 - Valuations are based on quoted prices that the Organization has the ability
to obtain in actively traded markets for identical assets. Since valuations are based
on quoted prices that are readily and regularly available in an active market or
exchange traded market, valuation of these instruments does not require a
significant degree of judgment.

Level 2 - Valuations are based on quoted prices for similar instruments in active
markets, quoted prices for identical or similar instruments in markets that are not
active, and model-based valuation techniques for which all significant assumptions
are observable in the market.

Level 3 - Valuations are based on model-based techniques for which some or all of
the assumptions are obtained from indirect market information that is significant to
the overall fair value measurement and which require a significant degree of
management judgment.

(4) Restrictions on Assets

Contributions are allocated to the geographical area served by partner utilities in
the donor’s area. The assets are released from restriction as the various service
agencies provide energy assistance to qualifying individuals. Unused contributions
remain restricted for use in future periods.

(6) Retirement Plan

The Organization has a Simplified Employee Pension (SEP) for eligible employees
who have completed three years of service. Employer contributions are calculated
at 6% of compensation. Retirement expense for the year ended June 30, 2017 and
2016 respectively amounted to $4,530 and $6,773.

(7) Allocation of Functional Expenses

The costs of providing the various programs and other activities have been
summarized in the Statement of Activities. Certain costs, including salaries and
administrative operating expenses, have been allocated among the programs and
supporting services benefited. The allocation of expenses is evaluated during each
fiscal year.
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
